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What is the Heart of a City?  

This exhibition is the first in a series of four shows dedicated to Kfar Saba, in honor of its 120th anniversary, and consists entirely of works created by locally resident artists. In his book Species of Spaces and Other Pieces, Georges Perec asks, “What is the heart of a city? … How do you get to know your city?” The works in the exhibition appear to suggest that the answers lie not in a city’s physical buildings and sites, but in its local residents and their gaze.
Roey Koren’s works engage with the old flour mill, situated behind the police station and ORT High School at the main entrance to Kfar Saba. Natalie Koski’s photographs, too, document well-known buildings in the center of Kfar Saba: the Histadrut compound and the legendary Amal Cinema. The preoccupation with abandoned places is also evident in Ofri Marom’s paintings, which observe hidden areas throughout the city, where greenery has begun to overcome the built structures. Sagit Zluf Namir works are digitally manipulated photographs of flowers she buys every Friday at the Daniel Flowers store on Weizmann Street. Talia Yemini’s projected image combines a peaceful green corner at the Arim mall in Kfar Saba with a black object that overshadows it. 
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
